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Rack Inspections


It’s the responsibility of the employer, under the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 Section 2 and the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1992, to ensure that work equipment exposed to conditions causing deterioration which is liable to result in a dangerous situation, is inspected at suitable intervals that includes all your racking & shelving systems.

If you were to suffer a rack collapse and you have not maintained regular professional rack inspections, your insurance company have grounds to refuse a claim… 


The results if a Company or its employees are found guilty of not demonstrating duty of care, of non-compliance or negligence, is prosecution with a maximum fine of £20,000 and possibly six months imprisonment. Crown Courts also have the power to impose limitless fines and up to two years imprisonment for certain offences.

In addition to the financial aspects the consequences can be far reaching:

Injury or even death to employees.
Disruption to the organisation resulting in costly downtime.
Damage to the materials being stored resulting in
- lost revenue.
The bad publicity which may occur.
Escalating insurance premiums
Claims for negligence
